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Scott Douglas Rozelle is the Helen F. Farnsworth Senior Fellow and the
co-director of the Rural Education Action Program in the Freeman Spogli Institute for
International Studies at Stanford University. He received his BS from the University of
California, Berkeley, and his MS and PhD from Cornell University. Previously, Rozelle
was a professor at the University of California, Davis and an assistant professor in
Stanford” s Food Research Institute and department of economics. He currently is a
member of several organizations, and also serves on the editorial boards of Economic
Development and Cultural Change and the China Economic Review, among others.

In recognition of his outstanding achievements, Rozelle has received numerous
honors and awards in China, including the Friendship Award in 2008, the highest award given to a non-Chinese by
the Premier; and the National Science and Technology Collaboration Award in 2009 for scientific achievement in
collaborative research.

In his keynote speech, Professor Rozelle will demonstrate that China faces a human capital crisis: only 30% of
those in the Chinese labor force have graduated from high school, similar to countries in the middle income trap,
much lower than the OECD average and countries that have graduated from middle to high income, at 78% and
72% respectively.

Secondly, Professor Rozelle recognize that the crisis is not current leadership” s fault. In fact, leadership now
recognizes the crisis as well, and great progress has been made in the last 10 years, so that high school attendance rate
in the cities reached 93%, but the rural area is still far behind at about 70%, and poor rural area is even lower at about
50%.

Finally Professor Rozelle poses a challenge: getting remaining rural youth into high school will NOT be easy!
It is not a matter of “making itfree” by 2020. Instead, their newest research based on 19 databases and 10 province
shows that rural children with poor health/vision and nutrition are already behind in primary school, so early childhood
education and nutrition for all rural children is absolute TOP PRIORITY, not just for those “left behind.”
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Why is this important?

When a country moves from middle-income to higher income, wages rise fast and the nature of work changes from “low wage,
lowskill” to “high wage, high skill.” Ifalarge share of the labor force is NOT able to participate:

a. polarization (demand side problems, for example, high unemployment/high crime/social unrest ; informality)

b. low productivity (supply side problems, e.g., poor investment).
