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Successful Branding of SOAR on
Fundraising Media

As the SOAR Foundation turned
20-year-old in 2015, it was high
time to extend branding of SOAR
in the mainstream social media
beyond the traditional Chinese
language-only crowd and reach
out to the next generation.
Fortunately, GlobalGiving and
Facebook provided us with
powerful and efficient platforms.

In the September GlobalGiving
Open Challenge, SOAR
successfully raised $16,590 from
82 donations in two weeks, a 2nd
place finish among 19,000
participating non-profit projects.
As of February 2016, SOAR has
raised $21,535 donations on the
GlobalGiving Platform with 146
donors. SOAR also received
$2,000 bonus and matching funds
from GlobalGiving and awarded
Superstar status in GlobalGiving
Rewards Program.

Staring September last year,
SOAR has become active on its
Facebook page. SOAR’s page
currently has 88 likes, more than

doubled from August 2015. Post
view reached as high as 210
viewers. The best part of the
achievements is that the organic
traffic is free. These donors on
average donate smaller amounts,
but there are also younger and
more active professionals and
students, representing the future
donor base.

We also made use of WeChat, a
popular Chinese social media
platform. As of year-end 2015,
SOAR collected about 1,000
RMB from red envelop donations,
which was transferred to Beijing
office to help covering
administrative costs.

All the achievements SOAR
made so far are credited to our
fundraising team of volunteers. At
the SOAR annual fundraising
luncheon last May, the board
director for SOAR fundraising
presented strategic goals,
compared different crowd-funding
platforms, and with board
approval eventually registered
SOAR with GlobalGiving. Then
our team went to work:

Isabella Wang and May Leng,
student volunteers and
participants of the SOAR Cultural
Exchange program in Sichuan in
2014, produced a moving and
winning YouTube video that told
the touching stories of SOAR
students, which was instrumental
to our successful campaign on
GlobalGiving. Leon Qin, another
Culture Exchange program
alumni and college-bound student
volunteer, edited SOAR project
summary on GlobalGiving. Dawn
Luo, a young professional and
new volunteer, managed the
SOAR project on a daily basis,
overhauled SOAR's Facebook
page, created SOAR profile on
WeChat, regularly posted SOAR's

progress to rally troops, etc. The
list goes on and on, and SOAR
fundraising success is truly a
team effort. A heartfelt “thank you”
to all our volunteers!

Looking forward to 2016, we hope
SOAR will raise more donations
to help those talented but poor
students in rural China. Please
join us in SOAR’s efforts!
